Essay Questions:  

What are the steps in digestion and what happens in each step?

1)  Mouth

The teeth chew up food.  Saliva mixes with the food to move it and make it easier to swallow.  An enzyme in the saliva starts the chemical digestion, which means it helps to break the food down.

2)  Esophagus

A tube that carries food from the mouth to the stomach

3)  Stomach

Digestive juices mix with the food.  Food is squeezed by the stomach muscles and turned into a thick liquid.

4)  Small intestine

Most of the digestion takes place here and the nutrients are pulled out to travel to the rest of the body.

5)  Large intestine

Where food that can’t be digested is temporarily stored until it leaves the body.  The extra liquid is pulled out for the body to use.

How does oxygen poor blood travel through the heart?
The blood enters the right atrium through a vein from the body and then travels to the right ventricle.  It then gets pushed out to the lungs where it picks up oxygen.  When it returns to the heart from the lung it enters the left atrium then the left ventricle.  The left ventricle then pushes it out through the arteries to be taken to the body.   

Short version -  right atrium, right ventricle, lungs, left atrium, left ventricle, body
